	Abstract: 
The presentation is based on the recently released report from the fourth ESPAD data collection in 2007 about substance use among 15-16 years old students. The survey was done in 35 European countries and the questionnaire was answered by 105 000 1991 born students in randomly sampled classes. Earlier studies were done in 1995, 1999 and 2003.The number of participating countries has increased from 26 to 35.

The main trends in students’ use of different substances will be described, as well as trends within groups of countries. Another focus will be on describing the present drug situation with large differences between European countries. A third focus will be on gender differences and whether these differences have changed over time.

Based on this, the last part of the presentation will include some answers to the question whether substance use among young Europeans are getting more alike.
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
