	Abstract: 
US drug policy research focuses on both the demand and supply sides of the drug market to enable assessments of progress in achieving strategic and programmatic goals and objectives, and to identify vulnerabilities in trafficking patterns and enhancements to prevention and treatment approaches. Estimates are generated periodically (typically annually) to enable monitoring of changes in critical policy-relevant indicators, including the prevalence of drug use among various populations, measures of consequences (e.g., treatment admissions, emergency department admissions, and arrests), price and purity of illicit drugs, drug seizures, drug availability, and others. Trends in these indicators, significant limitations in the methods used to generate them, and potential enhancements will be discussed, including efforts to obtain more timely information on these indicators. To the extent that harmonization between US and European measures can be achieved, our ability to address international drug markets—both supply and demand aspects—will be advanced.
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
