Is drug policy evidence based? Is scientific evidence used in practice? 

A scientific underpinning of policy and care and the implementation of evidence-based methods and interventions is not common. As a consequence it is not always known whether the best possible evidence is used by policymakers and professionals.

First, of course, evidence is needed: what works and what not? But what kind of evidence? And, if evidence is available, how to translate evidence into practice? How to make sure that evidence is actually used? A gap between research and practice exists. 

In this presentation attention will be paid to the following questions: What evidence is needed and how to translate evidence into practice, which difficulties are encountered and what are possible ways to bridge the gap between research and practice. 
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
